Dealing With Drought

A record-breaking drought
is stressing the trees, lawns,
and gardens in and around
Edmonton. Trees and other
budding plants are particu-
larly vulnerable in the
spring, when extra water is
critical to flower and leaf
production. Here are a few
tips to make the most effec-
tive use of water resources
and help your lawn, garden,
and trees survive this ex-
treme dry spell:

Water Smart. Make good
use of the water you use.
Water in calm and cool early
mornings or late evenings, to
minimize evaporation losses.
Some parts of your lawn or
garden are sure to need more
watering than others. Target
only those areas that need
the water, and stop watering
when runoff starts forming a
river on your sidewalk.

Water Budding Trees
Now .Trees and flowering
plants, and anything re-
cently planted, needs ex-
tra water to thrive. En-
sure that when plants are
creating flowers and
leaves they get enough
water right away. For
mature trees water mostly
around the drip -line
rather than at the trunk.

Water Grass Later.
Allowing established lawn
to suffer through a little

bit of drought early in the
season can encourage root
growth and strengthen
your grass.

Minimize Fertil-

izer. Fertilizing the grass
causes it to consume wa-
ter more rapidly. In a
drought this means extra
stress for your grass, and

an increased chance of
failure. If you do fertilize,
consider using compost or
other organic material,
which is less likely to
stress your dry lawn than
the synthetic fertilizers
one finds at most hard-
ware stores. Compost
also helps feed organisms
in the soil which can en-
courage root growth and
drought resistance, while
synthetic fertilizers tend

to kill back these soil or-
ganisms.

Minimize Pesti-

cides. Nature suffers in
times of drought too, and
toxic chemical runoff into
natural areas is more
likely to occur when rain
first hits our dry soil. A
little diversity in your

lawn i a mixture of grasses,
clover, etc.i can make your
yard more robust to drought.
Weed killers can kill off that
diversity, and leave your yard
more vulnerable and water
hungry. Similarly, a healthy
insect population alongside
healthy plants tends to take
care of many pest problems on
its own. But pesticides Kill off
the good bugs with the bad,
often solving one short-term
problem while bringing on a
long-term one.

Water Your Neighbour-

hood Trees .The drought is
expected to kill off a large num-
ber of trees this year. If you
value trees along the roadway
(which help keep your

neighbourhood cooler in
summer) or in a nearby
park, consider bringing
them a bucket of water
now and theni particu-
larly when new buds or
leaves are unfolding or
after an extended dry or
windy period.

Mow Deep .Taller grass
loses less water through
evaporation, keeps the
soil cooler, and brings
more energy into the
plant to build roots.
Grass should be mowed
frequently enough that
only about 1/3 of the
height is cut off. Mulch-
ing, or grass-cycling, will
return nutrients to the
soil (allowing less fertil-
izer in the future), and
reduce evaporation.

Pagell
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Aerate .If you find sprin-
kler water running off
your yard it might be time
to aerate your lawn, pro-
viding a means for water
to get down to the grass
roots.

Try a Rain Barrel .Lawn
watering typically domi-
nates the summer water
bill. Saving the rain water
for irrigating your garden
will make your plants
happier and your water
bill more manageable.

Plant Smart .Choose
seeds and plants that
thrive in our climate. This
means fescues rather than
bluegrass for the lawn,
and drought-resistant va-
rieties in well -drained
parts of the garden.

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AWhy do | need my w isdom teeth out ? 0O

Per haps y ou donot need We allrhavew i
wisdom teeth when we are young, and nearly none of us have
them when we are old. Why do dentists insist on removing wisdom
teeth? There are four main reasons.

A

Infections: When you have wisdom teeth impacted (our fancy way

of saying 6st uck awkwar dl y 6) at
the tooth sticking out of the gums, you can get a painful infection in
the area.

Tooth decay: When the impacted wisdom tooth is angled strangely

i n t he gums, y O u canot k eep it
teeth will decay and abscess causing pain and you will need the
tooth to come out.

More tooth decay: Impacted wisdom teeth will hold plaque against
nearby teeth causing them to become decayed. Wisdom teeth
which may cause this sort of problem should be removed BEFORE
decay is detected on the adjacent teeth.

Bone loss: Each tooth in your mouth is completely surrounded by
bone T this is important - an i mpact ed wi sdom
awkwardl y 6 agai nst t he r o odbes noft allawh
room for bone to grow between those teeth. There may be an
advantage in removing the wisdom tooth while the patient is young
so that bone will grow back into the area during healing. The older
you are, the less bone will grow into such areas.

The non-reason: People think that wisdom teeth push and crowd
the other teeth in the mouth. The wisdom teeth do not cause such
crowding. All teeth drift toward midline because of how we bite
them together (aka Mesial Drift). Mesial Drift occurs whether the
wisdom teeth are in or not.

If you have nicely aligned wisdom teeth (aka third molars) and you
can keep them clean | suggest that you leave them alone. If,
however, any of the 4 reasons above describe your wisdom teeth,
you may want to consider having them out.
